• Individually packed grain bags  
• Any medications/supplements with 

instructions 
• Coggins

• Individual daily turnout 
• Clipping, mane pulling, and 

bathing 
• Additional exercise as needed 

 
The staff at Hilltop Farm works hard to 
prepare your horse in every aspect.  Your 
young horse will learn how to be presented 
on the triangle and stand correctly for show.  
The time away from home will build 
confidence in your young horse prior to 
entering the show environment. Of course, 
establishing a solid handling program at 
home prior to their arrival for the Devon 
Prep Program will help ensure a smooth 
transition into the program.
